Area 20  Dwarf  Throwing.
Rules for Dwarf Throwing.
1492 rules as revised and updated by

 The Chuckable Dwarf Society  in 1503 

1. All Dwarves to be thrown with a clean over or under arm action. Bowling is not permitted.

2. Dwarves must be under 3 feet tall, and be over 20 years old.

3. It is strictly forbidden, in dwarf-throwing literature or publicly to refer
to a Dwarf as  Person of restricted growth (PORG), a Small Person or Vertically challenged.  Use of these, or any other terms of abuse at a competition will result in disqualification.  A proper degree of respect should be shown at all times. Ie Nil.
4. Prior to permitting the throwing of a Dwarf across the path of oncoming traffic, or trains, the referee must satisfy himself that  the Chucker bears no personal malice to the Chuckee.
5. Any Dwarves thrown into wells, ponds or streams must be removed before decomposition becomes too advanced.
6. The Chucked Dwarf must remain silent during flight and on impact.
7. The Chucker is not allowed to insert a finger into his dwarf’s anus to get a better grip.
8. All competitors are reminded that “whirling” is no longer permitted.
9. Female Dwarves are not allowed. (See rule 7 )
10. Please remember that the Dwarf  in the tall pointy hat, sitting on the red spotted toadstool is probably the referee.  If not he should have left the toad at the secretary’s tent.
Pre-Qualifier practice sessions.

A number of those who have been keen on this discipline in the past, have mentioned that it has been increasingly difficult to maintain their skill-levels, since out of season practice has been under closer regulation.  Even though special dispensations have been obtained under the  “Homo- Shortiens” gratuitous violence and forced breeding regulations, it seems that midgets, dwarfs and other “Porgs” remain in a tight supply situation.
All of this helps to underline how very fortunate we are, to have been permitted to hold a practice session, as well as hosting the A20 qualifying event.  We are planning to hold this on April 20th.  Following discussion with the District rep of the Chuckable Dwarf Society, it seems that they can allow us five Dwarfs for the practice session. The CDS feel, that so long as we can keep to practice, rather than record attempts, then  five should be more than enough for all to enjoy an evening of gentle tossing.
Many of you will no doubt remember “Long Jimmy” the only dwarf ever to be black-balled by the Hurling-them  Club in London.  If you recall it was a quite outrageous situation, and whilst it was never totally confirmed, it seems that it was his hair-style that they objected to, more than his borderline height of just over three foot six. At the end of the day  they could live with others signing him in as a guest, but couldn’t cope with a hairy member.
I must say that the whole hairy members thing,  left a  bit of a  nasty taste in the mouth.  However what all of this is getting around to, is that “Long Jimmy” will be one of the five joining us on the 20th.

So as to avoid any accusations of illegal chucks,  or failing to complete a full toss, the CDS have been invited to send an observer on the 20th if they so wish.
